“But as the days of Noah were, so shall also the coming of 
the Son of man be.”  (Matthew 24:37) 
 

 
 
The Lord Jesus Christ prophesied that the time immediately preceding His 
return would be characterized “as the days of Noah were” (Matt24:37).  While 
it is recognized that “the days of Noah” included the world-wide judgment of 
the Flood and the angelic incursion that precipitated it (Gen6:1-4; 2Pet2:4-
5; Jude6-7), the implications that arise from the fact that Noah lived 350 
years after the Flood (Gen9:28) are often overlooked.  As seen in the chart 
below, Noah outlived his descendent Peleg by 10 years.  Since “in [Peleg’s] 
days was the earth divided” (Gen10:25) by God’s judgment at Babel (Gen11:1-
9), Noah was a citizen of Babel.  Thus, the “days of Noah” include the first 
attempt to establish a one-world religion and a one-world government under 
the leadership of Nimrod (Gen10:9-10). 
 
The days immediately preceding the return of Christ will be characterized by: 
1) angelic incursion upon the earth (cf. Return of the Nephilim), 
2) one-world religion (directed by the False Prophet; Rev13:11-12), and 
3) one-world government (enforced by the Antichrist; Rev13:16-17). 
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
